This exciting day of debate and film is being held in the Bedson Teaching Centre, Queen Victoria Road, Newcastle University on Saturday 14 March as part of The Great Debate's development, sustainability and environment series in collaboration with RCE North East and the education charity WORLDwrite. Running from 10.30am to 5pm sessions during the day include:
 
·         The Northern premiere of the challenging new documentary 'Flush it!' The film aims to put aspirations for Western levels of water provision and sanitation on the map for developing countries. Producer Viv Regan and Great Debate Chair & water engineer Caspar Hewitt will discuss issues raised by the film with attendees.

·         'Climate change: convenient untruths, unacceptable messages?' 
This session will focus on recent films about climate change that have caused a storm and will ask some serious questions about the role of documentary making in influencing opinion. Speakers include Kate Manzo, lecturer in international development, Newcastle University and Alex Lockwood, lecturer in journalism, Sunderland University.

·         'Don't Shout at the Telly North East' This practical session will encourage participants to take a critical look behind the headlines and prepare a segment for the online News Channel WORLDbytes, themselves. Professional film makers will assist participants who wish to work behind the camera and in front of it. Equipment will be provided.
